THE SWORD OF THE SPIRIT 
 

“Take the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God.” (Ephesians 6:13, 17) 
 

The white wolf is regarded as one of the toughest animals in the world to hunt. But 
the Eskimos have devised a tactic that never fails to kill the wolf. They take a     
razor sharp knife, dip it in blood and let it freeze. They then dip it in blood again 
and let it freeze again. They repeat the process once more, then they put the knife 
in the ground with the blade facing up. The wolf soon smells the blood and is lured 
to the blade. He starts to lick it and enjoys the taste. He keeps on licking,         
gradually working his way closer to the blade. When he gets to the blade and     
slices his tongue he doesnôt even realise it because he is numbed by the bloody 
ice. Now he is tasting his own blood, but he continues to lick until the blade is 
clean and his tongue is shredded. He never walks more than a kilometre before 
he bleeds to death and the hunter has won. This gruesome story is a reflection of 
how Satan lures us into sin. How many of us have been tempted to take that      
lustful look or that first drink? Or tempted to tell that lie, to cheat on a test, to share 
that gossip or steal some time at work? How many of us then take that 1st, 2nd 
and 3rd lick not knowing that we are getting closer to whatôs going to destroy us? 
The devil has planted blades all around us, tempting us to get comfortable and 
take the first lick. No one will ever see! No one will ever know! Youôre safe, there 
is no harm, you can handle it. But with every lick youôre getting closer to terrible 
suffering. Satan will offer us óbladesô that appear to bring satisfaction and       
pleasure, but in reality bring only pain and destruction. Countless Christians have 
been overcome by things that Satan has set in front of them and have lost        
everything that was truly dear to them - their home, marriage, family, and friends.  
 

Thankfully, Jesus models the way that we can successfully resist temptation in 
Matthew 4. Satan tempted Jesus (just as he does with us) to doubt Godôs       
goodness (turn stones into bread in v3), to doubt Godôs love (leap off the temple 
roof in vs 5-6) and to doubt Godôs plan and truth (worship Satan and avoid the 
cross in vs 8-9). To each of these temptations Jesus replied, ñIt is written.ò He 
showed us that the best resource for defeating Satanôs lies and deception is the 
Word of God. Do you find yourself overcome by temptation? Then follow Jesusô 
example, read Godôs Word, study it, memorise it and use it to overcome your 
temptations. God bless, Pastor John.
