But God says even in the midst of trouble, be at peace and trust in the 
Lord.  Therefore a Christian's life must also be lived with God's power continually      
applied.   Of course the  power I speak of is the power of the Holy Spirit in one's 
life.  One get's in serious trouble if he stalls and loses power. 
All believers, in varying degrees, find times in our Christian lives when we lose the 
power of God in our lives. Sometimes the power is lost through our disobedience to 
the Lord or at other times when we forget the Lord and go on our own. 
 The Bible says the fuel of the Christian life is faith.  For the Christian it is never a       
matter of having an empty tank because we have the power of God in our lives. The 
problem is that we pull back on the controls and power by not trusting in the Lord and 
we begin to stall...and to waver in our faith.  Hebrews 10, is the Call To Faith and       
continuous power.
