“Christ Fulfills The Law” (Matthew 5:17-20)
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"Believers obey Christ as the one whom our obedience is accepted by God. Believers
know all their duties are weak, imperfect, and unable to abide in God's presence.
Therefore they look to Christ as the one who bears the iniquity of their holy things, who
adds incense to their prayers, gathers out all the weeds from their duties and makes
them acceptable to God.” - John Owen

This quote reminds me of Jesus' words in John 15 where he urges us to abide in him the
true vine. For apart from Christ and the indwelling of his Holy Spirit, we are incapable of
doing anything that glorifies God, but in His power, He makes gardens out of graveyards.
And then Paul's words that we run this race, we journey through this life, fixing our eyes
on Jesus Christ. This life can just be a hard slog sometimes. Satan is trying to catch your
sideways glance as you travel on the straight and narrow, he's trying to prick you with a
thorn of temptation to get us to doubt God's goodness. But press on in the power of God,
marvel at the cross of Jesus Christ, and be reminded of God's grace by which we are
sustained. Open the Word of God and be reminded of the assurance you find
in God's promises and be in awe of the goodness of our heavenly Father. As we go
through this life continually living a life of repentance and trusting in Jesus Christ as our
only hope, he WILL work in us and stir us up to good works.

So, if you're a mum (or a dad) and the kids are just wearing you down, you're finding it
hard to show grace to your kids, then cling to the cross of Jesus Christ, meditate upon
His Word and allow the Holy Spirit to work that marvellous gift of God's grace in you and
through you.

Perhaps you are a weary pilgrim needing to be reminded of God's goodness, and the
gospel by which you were first saved, then fix your eyes on Jesus Christ, and he will
revive your tired soul.
